	Reading homework: Please share the reading scheme book, library book, chosen book, comic or magazine from home as regularly as possible. If you wish, please comment in the Orange Reading Record. We like the children to progress by experiencing a range of favourite books and reading material. Note the focus that has been set, but above all, relax and enjoy reading time together, discussing why they have chosen a book, their favourite parts and their opinions and thoughts. (See notes in Reading Record)
Please return the reading book and booklet daily so that additional material, information and comments can be added. Also, please check with your child each day to see if there are letters or homework tasks! 

	Some targets to work on: 
Spelling: In Green Class we work on spelling words correctly every day.  At certain regular times specific spellings will be assessed more formally. It may be that sometimes groups or lists of words are sent home for the children to practise.  Please read – look, copy, ‘hide’ and spell for fun.  Lists of words to learn will be stuck into Home/School Communication books when necessary.
Maths: (See the maths homework target sheet)

Help children to take opportunities to count forwards and backwards in threes and fours, up to 50.  You could start at different numbers and not always 0.
Choose and write down 2/3 numbers up to 100. Can you add them mentally? How did you work it out? Can you subtract the numbers? 
Know all number pairs that total 10 and 20 quickly and confidently. 
Find and compare some long and short things around the house and garden. Which are the longest and shortest things you can find?
Find fractions of numbers and quantities e.g. ¼ of 20.
