	HOMEWORK GUIDANCE
The class are working well, organising their personal and school equipment, especially on these wintry mornings. We wish them to continue this independence by putting forward their own ideas about what they wish to learn. At times the children are asked to bring items or collect information from home. Each day two children are chosen to ‘show and tell’ something that interests them. The importance of kindness and respect towards parents, family, staff and class-mates continues to be stressed. We wish pupils to share an understanding of their targets and to enjoy their learning. (See the Study Outline and call in to see Orange Class Rules and Playground Rules, rewards and sanctions).  
Our home/school communication book recognises the importance of parents and staff working together, to keep each other informed in a positive way of your child’s important moments. (See notes inside the cover).  We do appreciate and thank you for your continuing support in all this.  
P.E. days are Monday and Wednesday  (We ask you to provide spare socks and underwear in the bag in case of need.)                                     

	Reading homework: Please share the class reading scheme book, library book, chosen book, comic or magazine from home as regularly as possible. If you wish, please comment in the Reading booklet. We like the children to progress by experiencing a range of favourite books and reading material. Note the focus that has been set, but above all, relax and enjoy reading time together, discussing why they have chosen a book, their favourite parts and their opinions and thoughts. (See notes in Reading Record)
Please return the reading book and booklet daily in its protective cover so that additional material, information and comments can be added. Also, please check with your child each day to see if there are letters or homework tasks! For easier storage and protection we prefer our children in Key Stage 1 to carry their books in the school bag available from the office.

	Ways you can help: 

Spelling: At school we work on spelling words correctly every day. We informally assess whether or not the pupils can do this by checking how they have applied the words within their independent writing. At certain regular times specific spellings are assessed more formally. It may be that sometimes groups or lists of words are sent home for the children to practise. (See 100 high frequency words – List 2 or 3 attached.) Please read – look, copy, ‘hide’ and spell for fun.

Maths: (See the maths homework target sheet – Term 3,4)

Help your children to estimate and then check by counting toys around the house – up to 20 and beyond.

Count up to 100 in tens, and then count back to 0 (Challenge – Use 10p coins to count beyond 100 into £s.)

How many pairs of numbers add up to 10? (Challenge – Can you work out some pairs of numbers that total 20?) 

Write numbers up to 50. Can you spot and write out some number patterns? (Check that your numbers are formed correctly, with no reversals.) 
Make a row of 1p coins or little toys. Choose a number up to 10 and double or halve it.
Use a ruler and measure in centimetres objects in the kitchen. At the sink use a measuring jug to find out how much water some of your cups and mugs hold.

Make a toyshop with your toys. Put different prices on them up to 10p (or 20p). Ask your family to come and buy! Practise counting out the right amounts.

	Our family life of talking, working and playing together is important to us.  However if you would like more ways to help in other subject areas this term…!!

               Playaway:Read a range of books – especially favourite, traditional and fairy stories, Bible stories and simple dictionaries. 


                        Share books about toys, materials, forces and things that move.



                        Sort your toys (or some kitchen items) into sets made of plastic, metal, wood and paper. Collect things that are flexible, shiny, magnetic. 

                         Look at your toys carefully and decide if they are well-made, strong and safe. How old do you need to be to play with them?

                                     Look at a world atlas. Find oceans/land, lakes/rivers, North/South Pole, mountains/coastline. Locate the UK and name 10 other countries.
                                     Do you know where to look for and find out about old toys? Ask parents and grandparents what toys they used to love playing with.

                                     Make a simple toy – windmill, spinner or paper airplane. Ask if your parents/grandparents made up their own games or toys when young.   


                         Practise throwing and catching a medium ball/bean bag. Make up a game where you have to roll carefully towards a target.  

                                     Play a board game with your family. Why do we have rules? What does it feel like when someone doesn’t play fairly?
