	Knowledge and Understanding of the World:
Science –Appliances using mains electricity or batteries or both are identified & the dangers of mains electricity emphasised. Chn construct simple circuits & explain why some do not work. They include switches in their circuits to turn components on & off.
Design and Technology – creating 2D Tudor houses for a display of Pudding Lane and the Great Fire of London.

History – Guy Fawkes and the Gunpowder Plot; Remembrance Day and The Great Fire of London.

ICT – Using a search engine and bookmarking.  E-safety.
Physical Development:

Gymnastics: Travelling using a variety of pathways and control.
Dance: using dance and movement to imitate a fire and create our own fire dance.
Creative Development:
Art – Fireworks paintings using pastels and blow painting.
Music – The Class Orchestra.  How are songs accompanied?  How can we make our own accompaniment?  Arrangement of own song. Rehearsing songs for our production.
PSE & C:   Managing risk and change.  Rules for and ways of keeping safe, including basic road safety, and about people who can help them stay safe.  Fireworks code – fire safety.

R.E: The Torah: How does the Torah influence the lives of Jewish people?
French: revise greetings, numbers and colours.  Introduce new vocabulary – days of the week and months of the year; how to introduce yourself and Christmas.
Role Play Area – Fire Station.

	Communication, Language and Literacy:

Stories with familiar settings (2 weeks)
Children study an Animated Tale relating to their own experiences about unusual pets they might wish to own. Children explore issues and information and write a sequel.
Explanatory texts (2 weeks) – The Great Fire of London
Children will learn how to use an index, look up key words, alphabetical order, constructing sentences and how to write an explanation text.
Instructions and recipes. (2 weeks).

Have great fun sequencing, responding to & writing instructions based on characters from The Shopping Basket. Then use Fussy Frank to stimulate work on recipes: adding ingredients, re-ordering muddled recipes & inventing their own!
Children will continue to work on recognising the common alternative spelling choices for the nine vowel phonemes they have learnt during term 1.
	Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy:

· To use Venn diagrams or Carroll diagrams to sort data and objects using more than one criterion including properties of 2D shapes.
· To solve problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication or division in contexts of numbers.
· To add or subtract mentally a one-digit number or a multiple of 10 to or from any two-digit number.
· To identify and record the information or calculation needed to solve a puzzle or problem.
· To know how to represent repeated addition and arrays as multiplication, and sharing and repeated subtraction (grouping) as division.
· To understand that halving is the inverse of doubling and derive and recall doubles of all numbers to 20, and the corresponding halves.
· To read the numbered divisions on a scale and interpret the divisions between them (e.g. on a scale from 0 to 25 with intervals of 1 shown but only the divisions 0, 5, 10, 15 and 20 numbered.
